About the Avian Welfare Coalition

The Avian Welfare Coalition (AWC) is a grassroots network of representatives from avian welfare, animal
protection, and humane organizations dedicated to the ethical treatment and protection of birds living in
captivity and in their natural habitats. The mission of the AWC is to prevent the abuse, exploitation, and
suffering of captive birds, and to address the crucial issues of rescue, placement, and sanctuary for
displaced birds. The AWC also supports efforts to insure the survival of wild birds and the conservation of
their natural habitats.

AWC Services

* Placement - The AWC provides a network of avian rescue resources to rehome parrots who have
been abandoned or abused and require rescue and sanctuary, as well as for individuals who are
looking to place their birds or who wish to adopt a parrot already in need of a home.

e Avian Welfare Round Tables & Workshops - These events bring together avian rescue and
animal advocacy organizations to explore strategies to meet the crucial challenges of rescue,
sanctuary, and re-homing of unwanted birds.

* Education & Presentations - The information dispensed by the pet bird industry is often inaccurate
and downplays the time and commitment required to meet the physical, social, and psychological
needs of birds. The AWC's educational efforts emphasize these complex needs to the public, animal
welfare community, and people who live with birds so that working together we can improve the
quality of life for captive birds.
